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METHODS OF USING BLENDED LEARNING IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING TO
PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

Abstract

This article examines how mixed teaching methods lead to an increase in the level of knowledge and
skills of students. A reference is given to modern methods and techniques of teaching a foreign language.
The use of mixed learning methods leads to the activation of cognitive activity in the classroom, enriches,
systematizes and consolidates knowledge.

The main provisions of this approach are aimed at developing the
personality of students as an active subject of educational activity and comprehensive preparation for the
process of continuing education, self-development and self-improvement.

Currently, consideration of the issue of mixed foreign language teaching contributes to components
such as communication in terms of skills training. The student gets the opportunity to easily use the
language, the communicative function is primarily present in the classroom, therefore, methodologists and
teachers should work to ensure that a foreign language lesson aimed at finding reserves for improvement
increases its effectiveness and improves the quality of knowledge. All this contributes to the inclusion of
mixed forms of learning in the classroom in the educational process, as well as the development of
independence and creative initiative of schoolchildren, which helps to increase motivation to learn a foreign
language at various stages, the relationship of educational material with living conditions. Improving the
overall level of training of students is largely due to the rational organization of methods and improvement of
the educational process. The most important task of mastering the educational process at school is to increase
the cognitive activity of students, the use of various forms and means of teaching English.

Relevance. Modern cases offer a wide arsenal of tools for learning English. The means to achieve these
goals often have to be creative, unconventional and at the same time effective, meet the standards of the XXI
century. Much depends on the skill of the teacher, his ability to organize the educational process, work and
constant search for new forms and methods of teaching. The pedagogical creativity of a teacher freed from
the template creates interesting examples of mixed forms of learning, which allows the teacher to reawaken
interest in learning a foreign language.

Traditional methods (communicative, conscious-practical) teaching methods in combination with
elements of the intensive method, which makes it possible to increase the effectiveness of teaching a foreign
language, depending on the goals, conditions, and contingent of students.

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Blended learning is like semi-distance learning. Training that adheres to the general traditional
principles of building the educational process with the introduction of elements of learning via the Internet.
The ratio of these two forms of education is determined by the preparation of an educational institution for
this structure of the educational process, as well as the motivation and technical capabilities of students.

Mixed teaching methods. A group of teaching methods that combines all the features inherent in direct
and conscious teaching methods. Depending on the principles prevailing in teaching, there are types of
mixed learning methods. The most common types of mixed learning methods are: active methods in which
suggestive elements are used; integral (consolidating) method; communicative method. [1, p.152].

The basis of the methods of mixed learning
were the following principles: speech orientation of learning, consistency with conscious language
acquisition, intuitiveness, parallel mastery of all types of speech activity, advance in oral speech. The attempt
to combine the components characteristic of different methodological groups within the framework of one
methodological direction was unsuccessful and, thus, caused critical comments; some experts described such
methods as a coordinated system of learning a foreign language.

The purpose and significance of the study. The purpose of training is determined by the curriculum.
Therefore, the teacher should plan and carry out his educational work on the basis of this program. It is
necessary to distinguish between the final and secondary goals of the program, since each related program
has primary and secondary goals. There are three main types of training:

1) education;

2) enlightenment;

3) development.

There are four types of learning goals:

1) education;

2) development;

3) education;

4) practical (practical).

At the first stage of training, the following tasks are performed:

1) to promote the involvement of students in the foreign language world at an early age, when they do
not realize the psychological barrier of using a foreign language as a means of communication; to form
students' readiness to communicate in a foreign language using mixed learning methods and the will to

further master it; 2) to take into account the
possibilities and main features of speech formation of elementary communicative abilities in 4 types of
speech activity (speech, listening, reading, writing); 3) familiarization of students with the life of

foreign students, folklore in the form of poems, poems, fairy tales and samples of fiction for children;
4) formation of universal linguistic concepts, intellectual and
cognitive abilities expressed in native and foreign languages;

5) acquaintance of students with new social experience through role-playing games
concerning family, household, educational relations, the organization of their communication in their native
and foreign languages, taking into account the peculiarities, differences [2, p.97].

Materials and methods. The analysis of the materials of the work of Iskakova P. K. "professional
formation of management of innovative educational processes in universities”, as well as the methods of
work of Shchukin A. N. "Modern intensive methods and technologies of teaching a foreign language" were
obtained as materials and methods of mixed foreign language teaching. Results. Analyzing the mixed
methods of teaching a foreign language, it should be noted that the methodology of teaching a foreign
language comprehensively includes the study of grammar and the practice of translation. A characteristic
feature of these methods was the memorization of words and constructions, which was also effective because
memorable words and phrases came to mind. The methods of mixed learning are based on a classroom
system, teaching all kinds of speech activities: grammar, phonetics, vocabulary, the main method of teaching
was reading and translating texts and studying grammar. In the methods of mixed learning, the teacher plays
the main role, the students are passive listeners who perform the tasks of the teacher. The advantages of these
methods are the expansion of vocabulary, mastery of translation techniques and grammar, as well as
familiarization with the artistic language, the use of elements of comparison and comparison in languages.
The disadvantages of these methods are the lack of oral speech skills, as well as emotional intelligence,
creative activity, which have found their development in traditional teaching methods. Unlike mixed
methods, traditional methods of teaching foreign languages, including problem-based teaching methods, are
aimed at developing communicative activity, creativity, critical thinking and increasing mental activity. The
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main direction of such methods is live communication, the learning process is close to real life situations.
The activity of students that the lesson is aimed at using problem-based teaching methods. The personality of
the student acting in the Learning Center as an active creative subject of educational activity. An important
role in the construction of the semantic structure of sentences in speech is played by the expression of
subjective judgments, reflections on a specific problem situation. Problematic teaching methods are
characterized by problematization of educational material, organization of active independent activity and
development of students' thinking abilities [3, p.112]. The advantages of mixed learning methods are to
overcome the psychological barriers characteristic of traditional learning and eliminate the fear of mistakes.
Mixed learning methods continue in the form of a modern lexicogram method, according to which many
language schools function, traditional methods, in particular problem-based teaching methods, are widely
used in the practice of teaching foreign languages, increase motivation, are favorable and important at the
present stage. Mixed forms of education in English lessons are usually conducted
after studying a topic or several topics and performing control management functions. Such classes take
place in an unusual environment. Such a change in the usual environment is appropriate, as it creates an
atmosphere of relaxation when summing up the work done, eliminates the mental barrier that arises in a
traditional situation due to the fear of making a mistake. The mixed form of teaching a foreign language
lesson is carried out with the obligatory participation of all students of the class of the group, as well as with
the use of auditory and visual clarity. In such classes, various methodological, pedagogical and psychological
goals can be achieved, which can be summarized as follows:

« the knowledge, skills and abilities of students on a certain topic are monitored;

* a business, working atmosphere of students is provided, a serious attitude of students to classes is
provided,

* provides for minimal participation of the teacher in his lesson.

Discussion. The main components of the forms of the lesson are: motivation, novelty, variety of forms
and methods, activity of creative thinking. It is important to create an atmosphere of foreign language
communication in the lesson, since passive rather than active communication prevails in the lesson. The key
to the success of any standard lesson is a variety of genres, clear structural thinking, an idea that inspires
children, joint preparation. Positive features that are taught by the standard: favorable conditions, simple
communication, psychological comfort, a state of success, equal conditions for the disclosure of personality
and opportunities for students. In a mixed learning class, the role of students is as follows: the desire to
measure strength; testing knowledge, skills, skills in competition with friends; responsibility for the team; the
desire to earn the praise of peers; the ability to learn new things; useful time spending [4, p.127].

The new basic training plan provides for the compulsory study of a foreign language in grades 2-4 of
primary school. Studying at an 11-year-old educational institution from primary school contributes to the
realization that there is an objectivity of world interest in learning a foreign language and the importance of
this subject in the implementation of promising tasks, such as the growth of the average level of knowledge
in the development of a child, strengthening the requirements for a common culture, the formation of
readiness for intercultural and interethnic partnership.

The following trainings are highly methodological effective, carrying out a mixed form of education,
development and upbringing of students [5, p.145]:

Excursion lesson. Nowadays, when relations between different countries and peoples are developing
day by day, familiarity with the culture of each nation becomes a necessary element of the process of
learning a foreign language. The student should be able to conduct city excursions involving the use of
cultural material about the peculiarities of the culture of his country for foreign guests. Teachers who are
aware of the stimulating power of regional and cultural motivation strive to develop the cognitive needs of
students through non-traditional classes. The purpose of the excursion lesson is to increase the interest of
students in learning a foreign language, to demonstrate to children communication and the needs of subjects,
deeper assimilation of knowledge, aesthetic education and tolerance education.

Interview lesson. It is difficult to say that the most convincing proof of proficiency in the translation
language is the ability of students to conduct interviews on a specific topic. In this case, it is advisable to
conduct an interview. The interview lesson is a form of dialogue for the exchange of information. In such a
lesson, as a rule, students learn certain frequency cliches and use them automatically. The optimal
combination of structured repetition provides forceful and meaningful learning. Depending on the tasks
assigned, the topic of the lesson may include separate subheadings. For example: "leisure”, "plans for the
future"”, "biography" [6, p.108].

In all these cases, we are dealing with a meaningful exchange of information. However, when working
with topics such as "my school” or "my city", equal dialogue loses its meaning, because partners do not need
to exchange information. The relationship becomes only formal. This form of training requires careful
preparation. Students independently work on a task based on the literature proposed by the teacher, prepare
guestions that they want to get answers to. Preparing and conducting classes of this type encourages students
to further study a foreign language, contributes to the deepening of knowledge as a result of working with
various sources of information, and also expands their horizons.

Music lesson. The methodological advantages of songwriting in teaching a foreign language are
obvious. It is known that in ancient Greece many texts were studied by singing, and in many schools in
France this is still practiced today. The same can be said about India, where alphabet and arithmetic are
currently taught in elementary schools.

The musical lesson contributes to the aesthetic and moral education of schoolchildren, reveals in more
detail the creative abilities of each student. Thanks to the sound of the musical, a favorable psychological
climate is formed in the classroom, fatigue is reduced, language activity is activated. In many cases, it acts as
a discharge, reducing stress and restoring students' performance
[7, p.72].

Discussion lesson. Such a lesson is characterized by an active discussion of certain issues. Discussion in
a foreign language helps in oral practice and conscious use of a foreign language for practical purposes. The
debate lesson is based on the following skills:

1. Logical and critical thinking.

2. The ability to systematize your thoughts.

3. Speech skills.

4. Rhetorical skill.

5. Ability to work in a team.

6. The opportunity to go on stage publicly.

Lesson-game. Play is one of the most important teaching methods. The factors accompanying the game
(a sense of interest, satisfaction, joy) facilitate learning. Games can be used for various purposes: when
memorizing and fixing new words; for the formation of oral speech skills; as a form of independent
communication of students in a foreign language. In higher educational institutions, it is desirable to use
mainly role-playing games.

Lesson project. The project methodology is characterized by high sociability, allows you to create an
atmosphere of creative research. When working on a project, the following conditions must be met: project
topics can be related to both the country of the language being studied and the country of residence of
students. Students should be guided by a comparison of events, facts from the history and life of different
nationalities. It is necessary to direct students to use the most realistic texts. The topic should be close and
interesting for students, and students should use facts from interrelated fields of knowledge [8, p.101].

Conference lesson. This lesson should be done as a final
lesson on the topic covered. As a rule, it is implemented in the form of a role-playing game, since specific
roles should be applied: these are conversations between members of the delegation or other members of the
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group, representatives of the press, journalists of newspapers and magazines, photo correspondents. The
participants of the conference are given a specific topic. During classes, students practice monologue speech,
learn to ask problematic questions of a reasoned nature and clearly answer questions. Children really like
these classes because they are trying to develop independent work skills, striving for creative search. At the
end of classes, as a rule, students share their impressions and determine that they have won.

A lesson in the dramatic method. The dramatic method was invented by Manfred Shewe as a result of
a long British tradition of teaching drama. His goal was to find a more effective way of teaching and learning
languages than regular courses or classes at school. It was assumed that this goal would be achieved by
forcing students to act when reading in fictional situations [9, p.48].

The method consists of small steps described below: Before the lesson begins, a short prose text serves
as the basis for the lesson topic. The view from this text is built with a professional frame for the lesson.
Students should think about this picture and create fantasies in it.

The teacher, as a first step in the middle of the lesson, gives him a paper with the inscription "read
places. Soon a kind of brainstorming session takes place, and students have to find their own associations for
the word "room" and write them down on paper. Secondly, the teacher projects the drawing of the room on
the wall and invites students to memorize as many details as possible. Then, at the third stage, the search for
previously detected associations in the image takes place. The fourth step asks students to come up with a
place where they want to be at this special moment, and the class is designed accordingly — the fifth step.
The requirements need to be systematized, more pictures should be drawn, and furniture can work as a
decoration of a place that one or even several students want to occupy. At the end of the decorating process,
the classroom should look like this place.

The sixth step is to the student who guessed the decorated place. He has to wander around this fictional
room or place and tell other students some details that are not visible. After the teacher asks what happens
here, when and where, small groups of students must “create” a fictional person who lives there. The
members of these subgroups must find the character and body language for this person, as if they themselves
"were" this person.

When using these methods, the task of the teacher is, first of all, the organization of cognitive activity
that develops the abilities of students. The following functions of non-traditional English lessons should be
noted:

- learning function-non-traditional classes can develop children's attention, memory, the ability to
perceive information and work with it, as well as other general educational skills, as well as the ability to
make decisions;

- the educational function is manifested in the acquisition by children of the ability to communicate,
work in a team, be friendly and willing to treat the people with whom they have to work;

- an entertainment function is a function that does not prevent a child from learning in class, an
atmosphere that evokes positive emotions and can turn a lesson into an unusual event.;

- communicative function-teaching children communication skills in foreign languages, as well as the
ability to express their thoughts correctly; -
relaxation function-relaxation, elimination of emotional stress caused by prolonged daily school stress;

- the developing function is the identification and improvement of such personal qualities necessary to
activate the hidden personal qualities of the student. Based on the above, non-traditional methods can be
used in English lessons can be used in various situations and institutions. Such classes can be used both
systematically and periodically, both in large and small groups. It all depends on the technigque used during
classes [10, p.123]. The technologization of learning is primarily the creation of a mutually beneficial
pedagogical environment at each lesson, the introduction of a high level of humanism and individuality
among teachers and students. The main content of the new communication is that during the learning
process, communication becomes more comfortable and increases students' knowledge. One of the effective
learning technologies in the modern educational process is learning based on effective lessons. Only the
volume of educational material is growing every year, and there is not enough time for training. According to
the new technology, it is required that each teacher carefully uses the time allotted for classes. Involves the
use of various effective methods in technology lessons

Conclusion. Education plays an important role in accelerating the socio-political and economic growth
of any state, therefore effective education is crucial. Effective teaching means not only providing students
with extensive education, but also deeper immersion in technical aspects and ensuring that the student moves
forward from one level to another, allowing the student to slowly develop and conceptualize the content.
Thus, efficiency is not the same as a classroom or excellent academic performance, but rather a guarantee

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that the content provided will bring students the best results. The choice of the teaching method is best
formulated by answering these questions: "what are the goals of this training session?”. and "what are the
best ways to achieve these goals?".

It follows from the
above that the effectiveness of using non-traditional methods in the classroom largely depends on the
teacher's ability to correctly build a lesson and correctly choose one or another teaching method. The choice
of non-traditional specific teaching technologies is determined by the target orientation, content specifics,
individualization of training, technical equipment of the department. The use of non-traditional methods
allows you to increase interest in the subject being studied, as well as to unleash creativity and increase self-
awareness.

Blended learning lessons should always be used as final lessons. This is due to the fact that it is
important to generalize and consolidate the knowledge, abilities and skills of students. Well, classes of the
old form of education can lead to the loss of constant interest in the subject and the educational process.
Before applying the methods of blended learning, it is necessary to prepare carefully and, above all, clearly
formulate systems of specific learning and education goals. When choosing the types of blended learning, the
teacher must take into account the specifics, temperament, level of preparedness of the class as a whole and
the characteristics of individual students. If we consider the most popular methods for conducting mixed
learning classes, we can conclude that non-traditional classes are usually a non-systemic event.

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EFFECTIVENESS OF THE COGNITIVE APPROACH IN TEACHING ENGLISH GRAMMAR

Abstract

The cognitive approach uses not only intellectual cognitive mechanisms implemented in traditional verbal
teaching methods, but also sensory-perceptual channels of various modalities, as well as sensory-intuitive
ways of obtaining new knowledge.

Among the main factors of the development of a cognitive approach in teaching grammar to students at
the university in English lessons during communicative-oriented reading, we have identified: 1) selected text
material with language information about the role of the English language in modern society; 2) increasing
the cognitive and cognitive activity of students in performing special tasks in the context of text material
adapted by English textbooks for 1st year students from various sources: fiction, newspapers and magazines;
3) active reading activity of students in the direction of cognitive, educational and research activities; 4)
discussion of various translation materials followed by a collective discussion, during which the abilities of
students in the cognitive and cognitive aspect were revealed. 5) active contact with the university library,
participation of students in informational events; 6) organization of role-playing games.

Thus, the developed technology based on the content materials on the presented types of activities
contributed to the improvement of the skills and abilities of students in the organization of cognitive
cognitive activity in all forms of speech foreign language activity, contributed to the activation of
educational and cognitive independence in line with personally significant parameters for them.

Introduction. Cognitivism is a branch of psychology and an approach to learning that focuses on thought
processes. Cognitive scientists believe that learning is determined by how our mind perceives, processes,
stores, and then reproduces and uses information. Therefore, they consider learning as an internal process,
including memory, thinking, reflection, abstraction, motivation and metacognition.

According to the cognitive approach, the mind is like a computer. It functions on algorithms that it
develops for information processing and decision-making. The brain stores knowledge in long-term memory
in the form of schemas - mental structures, combining related concepts and concepts in them.

The main tasks of the cognitive approach are to understand and explain how all these thought processes
are arranged and function. In the context of education, this means creating strategies that will allow the
student to apply new information in different settings. The teacher submits new information in such a way as
to link it with the knowledge already available to the student — that is, to create or change, expand existing
mental schemes [1].

The work of the British psychologist Frederick Charles Bartlett also played an important role in the
development of the cognitive approach. In 1932, he formulated the theory of circuits.

The scientist called schemes mental constructions into which, according to his assumption, the brain
organizes its knowledge about the world so that new information is easier to process and remember. When a
person comes across information that corresponds to an already existing schema, his brain interprets it based
on this cognitive structure. However, if the information does not fit into the existing scheme, it is likely to be
forgotten [2].
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The cognitive aspect in teaching a foreign language has its own specifics. Unlike cognitive science, which
is primarily interested in the process of cognition and processing of information by a person in general and
regardless of a particular language, a researcher and a teacher of a foreign language proceeds from the
recognition of the dual nature of the cognitive nature of a person. On the one hand, the cognitive abilities of a
person as such are comparable in different languages. On the other hand, in the cognitive aspect, all
linguistic phenomena are considered as peculiar layers of human experience, transmitting various types of
knowledge about reality. It follows from this that the cognitive experience of speakers of different languages
(i.e., the experience of mastering the real world, fixed in this linguistic and national community) is different,
does not coincide.

A native speaker of a given language who has assimilated and mastered the cognitive experience that has
been developed in his national community, starting to learn a foreign language, meets with the need to
understand and assimilate a different conceptualization of the world, another cognitive experience anchored
in another, foreign language for him [3].

Natural language is a mechanism that connects thoughts, i.e. mental representations, with forms of
expression, therefore, the transition in the process of speech activity from one language to another is not only
a transition from one language system of thought transmission to another (in the sense of external differences
of languages), but also a transition from one system of thinking to another.

The cognitive approach to a foreign language aims at the need to take into account the differences in the
nature of thinking of representatives of different languages, to consider the cognitive aspects of linguistic
phenomena, i.e. to explain them by their connection and conjugation with the processes of cognition of the
world. This approach allows you to consciously approach the description of the language from the point of
view of national peculiarities not only of linguistic expression, but also of understanding the real world,
allows you to better understand and explain the specific difficulties of a foreign language and organize the
learning process more effectively [4].

The cognitive aspect consists in knowing and taking into account the patterns of language acquisition.
The task of "cognitive" learning is to help the student build this system. To do this, it is hecessary to provide
him with not ready-made knowledge, but adequate strategies for mastering the language, the use of which
affects the development of the intellectual abilities of students, the activation of their cognitive activity, as
well as procedures for acquiring and using knowledge. The discussed aspect, therefore, is one of the most
important means of forming a worldview. Techniques implemented in line with the cognitive orientation of
learning have a huge educational potential. They develop independence of thinking and action, the desire to
manage their own learning and evaluate it, in addition to mental development, contribute to the spiritual and
social development of the individual [5]. Consider its effectiveness in the table below.

This is an important psychological and didactic aspect of cognitive learning - in a minimally short period
of time, a huge amount of nonverbal and verbal information is accumulated and synthesized in the
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consciousness of each student, which is practically impossible to implement with the support of only the
teacher's classroom visual demonstration material.

Materials and methods. The theoretical method of analysis was used in the work, namely:

—  classification;

— generalization;

— study and analysis of literature.

The training material included a selection of text materials in line with the learned lexico-grammatical
topic. Special attention was paid to reading fiction in English. A huge role in this was played by the reading
technique, considered as a sum of techniques that contributes to the processing of both linguistic (lexical)
and grammatical information. In this regard, considerable attention was paid to improving the speed of
reading, because a high pace was an indicator of the formed technical side of students' training.

The following exercises were used to develop skills to increase the speed of reading:

1) removing difficulties in understanding the text and contributing to the solution of tasks to ensure the
psychological mood of high school students in preparation for reading the text, independently building a
hypothesis about its content as a cognitive-cognitive quality;

2) concentrating students' attention on solving "technical™ problems, contributing to the awareness of the
content component of reading;

3) orienting students to cognitive-analytical comprehension and solving semantic tasks aimed at
improving their speech, developing technical skills and skills that positively affect the perception of the
content of the text through reading.

The content of the educational activity for the development of the cognitive potential of students in
English included independent extracurricular work, which involved reading and translating articles from
various journals in order to develop skills for meaningful reading of fiction and special literature. In order to
realize the goals and objectives set, the idea of organizing high-quality independent work of 1st-year students
of Abai Kazakh National Pedagogical University.

The work consisted of several stages:

1) preparing students for independent work in the form of fixing techniques in deciphering the content of
a foreign text;

2) educational, methodological and pedagogical support in the form of the availability of fiction in the
university library, teacher consultations for reading;

3) organization of systematic work on self-organization of students in the context of intensification of
forms of independent work of students;

4) implementation of constant monitoring and monitoring of the quality of independent work by students.

When organizing the reading work, texts from the works of fiction by English and American writers (E.
Hemingway, S. Bronte, A.J.) were used. Priestley, A. Haley, S. Maugham, A.J. Cronin). This form of work
assisted in enriching the lexical and terminological stock of students, as fragments of artistic materials
contained useful information concerning the principles of education through the coverage of modern
achievements in the field of philology, linguistics, etc.

Results. Students working with the text and, at the same time, acquiring the skills of correct reading, will
learn to make an appropriate analysis of its content, highlighting words with special semantic characteristics
(real words, non-equivalent vocabulary, words with a national-cultural component, precedent names and
expressions).

In this context, we analyzed the difficulties encountered in the perception and reproduction of language
material, mastering the basics of speech activity, identifying the reasons for the lack of students' necessary
language skills and skills required to ensure cognitive and cognitive activity in the course of learning
English. On the basis of the questionnaire, the students' opinion was revealed about the role and importance
of English in the personal development of high school students, in choosing a future profession, taking into
account the priority and communicative value of this foreign language.

The results of the data obtained made it possible to identify factors that positively affect the overall
process of activating the language activity of high school students when learning English, the intentions of
students in the line of professional orientation after graduation from a general education institution.

The absence of any reasons that make it difficult to learn English in general education institutions was
indicated by 10% of students. In our opinion, this was the result of a painless entry into the educational
process of students of the experimental group, carried out within the framework of our proposed model for
the development of the cognitive potential of university students.

The analysis and comprehension of such words, of course, contributed to the understanding of the content
of the text, the development of speech-making skills, intuition, mastering the techniques of retelling the
content of the text, drawing up a plan for retelling, preparing for intercultural communication.

An essential stage of such work is the achievement of a conscious approach to perceive the meaning of
each unknown word at the context level, memorization and repetition of new lexical and grammatical units
in the system of language and speech exercises/tasks.

Work on the text and its skillful combination with reading contributes to the creation of pedagogical
conditions for discussions, conversations, in the context of expressing their judgments within the framework
of the topic under discussion on excerpts of text material. This way of work can be organized both orally and
in writing with the allocation of the main characters of the work, precedent names and expressions reflecting
cultural and historical information necessary for the general development of the horizons and cognitive-
thinking potential of 1st-year university students in English lessons. It should be noted that through the
organization of extracurricular reading, students were effectively included in the process of forming the skills
and abilities of conscious reading.

During the learning experiment, it turned out that students showed initial skills of independent aspiration
for writing an article, began to treat tasks related to translation from the studied English into Russian with
great interest and responsibility, realizing that the quality of activation of cognitive and cognitive activity of
students accelerates the process of mastering English in the conditions of general education institutions of the
country.

The ability of students to perceive the content of the read text, the semantics of lexical units in the
contextual word environment, the comprehension of grammatical constructions based on tasks and exercises
showed the degree of foreign language training and motivation of students to learn English. It is noteworthy
that reading texts had a positive impact on the stubble of students' acquaintance with the culture of English-
speaking peoples, thereby generating the process of acculturation.

Students learned the practice of writing small annotations and abstracts, depending on the nature of the
source. Thus, the most linguistically prepared 1%-year students prepared their small annotations for
educational translations, for information on the topic “Literature of the West”, “English is the language of
the Planet”, etc. High-quality work on the text, repeated reference to its content removed difficulties in
understanding the text, and the teacher's guiding activity through recommendations contributed to success in
mastering the skills and abilities of comprehending the text, honing the technique of making an abstract or
abstract in the language being studied. A large place was given to role-playing games, because they, as a
group form of education, focused on creating full-fledged conditions for direct foreign language
communication and provided opportunities for students to try themselves in one form or another of speech
foreign language communication. Moreover, during the period of teaching cognitive-cognitive activity,
students already had some preparation for this type of activity. In general, the process of teaching cognitive-
cognitive activity was designed to expand and deepen the horizons of students, which contributed to their
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further orientation in educational materials in English, analysis and synthesis/generalization of the
knowledge gained, the promotion of their own assessments of perceived information.

The role-playing game was organized after careful work on the topic, absorbing a system of texts in the
context of the topic and composing monologue and dialogical statements based on them in question-and-
answer form. A kind of foundation for organizing a role-playing game was created on the basis of reading,
translation, question-and-answer work on the topic, practicing technical pronunciation skills in a new
vocabulary and repeating the most commonly used one.

The conscious use of the species-time forms of verbs was carried out by the students on the basis of the
analysis of grammatical turns, according to the text. The expansion of the framework of foreign language
communication initiated during the period of cognitive activity in the 1st year continued in the process of
extracurricular work. The achievement of the skills of automatism in pronunciation and the removal of
difficulties was achieved through frontal, choral and individual work in the form of exercises: phonetic,
where the pronunciation of the basic vocabulary of the topic was practiced; grammatical — the system of
knowledge and skills present in the correct use of modern forms of verbs in oral speech was concretized.

The joint work of students under the direct supervision of the teacher involved the analysis, comparison
and synthesis of lexicographic material, in which the process of understanding the content components was
formed by increasing the internal motivation of students. They gradually realized the position that the
English language, first of all, requires language acquisition, and not simple memorization, processing it and
using it in communication with others. Mastery of grammatical material was manifested in the ability of
students to build their own statements, activating conversational skills and abilities. The foreign language
communication of students proceeded through the use of situational topics, conducting conversations on
special topics based on learned lexical and grammatical material and adapted texts. It should be noted that
the observance of speech etiquette in the process of foreign language communication was also included in
the system of formation of cognitive and cognitive abilities of students.

Discussion. In the context of modern requirements, we considered the possibility of integrating the
learning process to the content of the graduate's future information activities. On this basis, in the technology
of teaching a foreign language, we paid great attention to the skills of writing and oral presentation of the
content of independent creative work performed by students based on the results of participation of high
school students in circles.

The tasks of the students included drawing up a plan and presenting the topic of the assignment in
Russian. The material was prepared on the basis of skills in a concise, competent and scientific presentation
of their thoughts, the ability to analyze the text, highlight the main thing, the ability to generalize, etc. The
organization of translation served as a control, where the skills and skills of writing their thoughts, correct
sentence construction, implementation of grammatical and lexical comprehension of sentences in English
were corrected and generalized.

Table 3 shows the forms of work on the technology of teaching English to 1st-year students, which made
it possible to promote the development of cognitive and cognitive activity of students, to improve the quality
of academic performance in this foreign language.

Based on the forms of work and its results according to Table 2, we can state the expediency of
implementing such content of work in order to develop the cognitive and cognitive ability of high school
students of general education institutions of the country in English.

The developed technology for the presented types of linguo-communicative activity of high school
students in English contributed to the improvement of their skills and abilities, and, in general, the
development of cognitive and cognitive activity in all forms of speech activity, strengthening independent
work in line with a personality-oriented and competency-based approach.

Conclusion. The development of the cognitive direction of learning has led to the formation of a new
branch - cognitive pedagogy, in which the student becomes the main cognitive subject. The question is, how
can a student learn the linguistic picture of the world, how should he behave in intercultural communication,
how to organize himself and realize his cognitive potential? In the context of cognitive pedagogy, it is
important to evaluate not only the content side of learning and its informational basis, but also the use of
cognitive tools by the student in achieving educational goals. In this regard, on the agenda is the question of
a common task related to the assessment of the tools of cognition: by what means the student learns and
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transforms the world around him. It is known that students differ in different properties of individual
cognitive ability (mind, intelligence, the ability to perceive and reproduce, analysis, synthesis).

Thus, during the training experiment, the forms and methods of cognitive activity of students were used,
aimed at developing their cognitive motivation, taking into account the peculiarities of communicative
learning, the use of foreign language cognitive-oriented text material, starting from the first steps of practical
mastering of English.
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THE INFLUENCE OF A PERSON’S NATIVE LANGUAGE ON THE ADOPTION OF A SECOND
LANGUAGE

Abstract
Language acquisition is the process of teaching a person a language studied by linguists. Usually
this phrase refers to the child's mastering of the native language, in contrast to the term "mastering a second
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language”, which refers to the process of acquiring communication skills in a new foreign language,
regardless of the number of previously learned. A heated debate is underway around the role of innate
biological abilities in the development of the first language as well as in the study of the second language of
a person. The theory of universal grammar presupposes the existence of general principles inherent in any
language. Linguist Noam Chomsky and Eric Lenneberg believe that all children have innate abilities that
determine the process of learning a language. The influence of the first language on the second also needs to
be investigated even more specifically, since the topic at the moment cannot answer exactly any questions.
The influence of the first language on the second language in the process of learning, in many cases directly
depends on the age of the person and on the difference between the first and second languages of the student.
This article presents a study aimed at analyzing the influence of the native language on learning a second
language. This influence can be both positive and negative. The reader willfind out exactly which points are
affected by a person's native language when learning a second language.

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Introduction. Each nation has its own culture and mentality. Throughout history, the people who have not
lost their identity have been able to preserve their culture, deep national, ethnic roots and religion. Language
is one of the branches of a powerful tree of culture, thanks to which the written culture of each nation is
compiled, passed down from generation to generation. The expression of feelings, desires and emotions in
each language is carried out in a kind of colorful and funny way, but once they are transferred to another
language, or expressed in writing, they immediately lose their former attractiveness. Every language is a
storehouse of ideas, literature, music, institutions, etc., which make up a valuable part of the cultural heritage
and civilization of all mankind.

Before the Second World War, a foreign language was spoken mainly only by the ruling classes:

nobles and aristocracy, but during the Second World War, for intelligence and political reasons, governments
began to pay special attention to the study of foreign languages. Thus, large projects on teaching foreign
languages began to be developed in barracks and military camps. Since then, and also in view of the rapid
progress of the twentieth century, the people of different countries began to learn one or more languages. The
study of languages has become such an urgent issue in the life of every nation that Goethe in this regard said
"who does not know a single foreign language, he does not know his own"
With the birth of a child, a number of parents prioritize the study of a foreign language in their child's
educational programs. Having no relevant knowledge about the age at which a child should learn a second
language, and whether there are contraindications to learning a foreign language from an early age, they
prepare an educational program for their child in advance. As a result, a child who has not learned to speak
well in his native language, gets acquainted with another. There are also parents, each of whom
communicates with the child in a separate language. However, there are questions that have not lost their
relevance to this day: At what age should a child learn a foreign language? How can learning a second
language affect a child's abilities? How much does the native language affect the learning of a second
language? And finally, what are the advantages and disadvantages of learning a second language?
Sometimes ignorance of the language spoken in kindergarten or school causes the child to be unable to
express his thoughts and arguments in a language unfamiliar to him. This leads to a number of contradictions
in the child, as a result of which, in order to express his thoughts and opinions, he loses self-confidence.
According to Snow, when learning a language, the main problem is never the inability of a person to master
a particular language, the problem lies in the views of others, and these changes in views and beliefs can
change a lot. The results of scientific research have shown that a good command of the native language can
simplify and facilitate the acquisition of a second language.

The earlier a child starts learning a second language, the more opportunities and chances he will
have to achieve skills in learning foreign languages. Studies have shown that if a child starts learning a
second language at the age of 7 or 8, his speech skills and accent improve. The older child gets, i.e. from
about the age of 10, the less his ability to speak a second language at the level of his native speaker’s
decreases. Children with delayed speech development, getting acquainted with another language besides
their native language, face great difficulties in the field of language and conversational skills, which in turn
exacerbates the problem of their delayed speech development. If there are conditions for learning a second
language,
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a child can simultaneously learn a foreign language along with his native one, in other words, the ideal age
for learning a second language for a child comes from anearly age and ends by the age of seven or eight.

As for the assimilation of a foreign language, here we can safely say that there are a number of
factors that affect the effectiveness of assimilation, however, from the point of view of comparative analysis,
it is important to understand the relationship between the fundamental concepts of "first language" and
"second language"; "native language™ and "foreign language".

At first glance, these are two pairs of correlated concepts, the components of which are clearly
opposed either by the time (or order) of language acquisition, i.e. "first language" - "second language", or by
belonging to a particular society: "native language” - "foreign language”. However, there is no direct
correspondence between these two pairs of concepts, in which the equality "first language" = "native
language™; "second language" = "foreign language™ would be mandatory: in fact, both the first language and
the second language can be native to an individual (this is the case, for example, in the situation everyday
bilingualism); chronologically, the "second" language can further displace the first one by the time of its
assimilation and become "native" (in this regard, it is often said that one of the languages of a bilingual
individual is dominant, i.e. the main one).

In addition, the second language may not be a foreign language, but it can be studied ineducational
conditions (this happens, for example, if there is some language of interethniccommunication in combination
with the native language), and a foreign language is sometimes a third, fourth, etc. language for an
individual. Thus, the relationship of these concepts is more complex than it seems.

Methodology. During the research, a special questionnaire was developed for a more detailed analysis. The
questionnaire consists of several questions. Students of higher educational institutions took part in the survey
and, through their own opinions, helped to form a certain view of this article. The main purpose of this
technique is to find the closest answer to the question of this article. In the prepared questionnaire, there were
a total of 5 questions and 13 people were interviewed. The questions were posed as follows:

What is your native language?

What is your second language?

In what age you had speak in your second language?

What was your main problems in your second language?

Results. According to the results of the questionnaire, all information about the participants can be seen on
this line:

Participants - 13

Native language — Kazakh

Second language: 12 — Russian; 1 — Turkish

Can speak fluently (second language) at ages: 8-9

The difficulties faced the most: pronunciation, accent, vocabulary

The results showed that the native language of many students influenced their pronunciation, accent
and vocabulary in the second language. All participants have Kazakh as their first language. The second
language of twelve participants is Russian and one is Turkish. All participants indicated an increase in the
full learning of a second language and, accordingly, the problems they faced in the process of mastering a
second language.

Discussion. A person's native language has some priorities in the process of learning a second language. We
cannot ignore them without seeing them. In particular, this is the inability to pronounce some sounds of the
language correctly in the process of learning a second language. Only children who start a second language
at a very early age do not face this problem. In particular, for adults older than CPH, the struggle with the
accent will be painful. Another problem is the perfection of sentence construction in the second language. For
example, the word-formation structure of the Kazakh language and the Turkish language are similar: noun -
other members of the sentence - verb. And if one Kazakh student is studying German, he may encounter
difficulties in the sentence structure: noun - verb - the other members of the sentence.

Another important thing in learning a second language: the native language is the main source in learning
new words in a second language. That is, anyone learns a language with the help of translated words. But at
this point M. Berlitz, who is the author of a practical system of mastering a foreign language, believed that
translation often distorts the meaning offoreign words, native words are an obstacle to achieving the ability
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to think in a foreign language. According to M. Berlitz native the language should be erased from the
student's consciousness, which in turn will allow his thinking to switch to a foreign language.

Mastering the vocabulary of a foreign language should be the same as mastering native words. The works of
L. V. Shcherba had a great influence on the views of theorists and specialists in the field of teaching foreign
languages. He believed that when mastering a foreign language, a student is dealing with a system of
concepts that is significantly different from the one that is fixed in the words of his native language.
Accordingly, the assimilation of foreign language speech also involves mastering the specific features of
thinking on this language. Thus, when teaching foreign languages, students first use their native language
(“translation™), which for some time plays the role of an intermediary language. When a student begins to
directly understand both written and oral foreign language speech, the need for mediation disappears. It is
important to note that the involvement of the native language in teaching foreign language speech is
considered necessary by many authors, and most — inevitable. The stage of indirect use of foreign language
material cannot be avoided, but, nevertheless, it is necessary to overcome the habit of students to "translate"
everything. Sucha translation process is an extraneous factor and its effect must be "paralyzed” from the very
beginning of training. To substantiate the process of assimilation of foreign language speech,the provisions
of I. P. Pavlov on the first and second signaling systems are of interest. In this regard, it is also argued that
the foreign language complex is not at first directly related to the designated image of the subject, but
connected with him through a native word. Attempts to express thoughts directly in a foreign language fail,
since when the first signal system is excited, the connection with the word of the native language is closed
and the excitement passes from it to the complex of a foreign language.

Conclusion. This study has shown that, despite the existing research, the question of learning living
languages remains to this day an urgent issue of most studies. Being a linguistic phenomenon, it requires
special attention of scientists and linguists regarding the influence of native language skills on foreign
language acquisition. It is impossible to prevent the influence of the native language on a foreign language,
because the native language in teaching and learning a foreign language openly or covertly serves as the first
source and the original.

Therefore, it would be better to use this phenomenon in linguistics, i.e. to apply and direct
involuntary learning of the native language in a useful way to the teaching of foreign languages, as well as to
the preparation and application of new teaching methods. Experts in the field of linguistics, taking into
account language interference, as well as its role in the development and application of teaching methods,
taking into account the fact that the native language is able to influence the learning of a second language,
recommend developing teaching methods in accordance with the study of the native language, so that a
student studying a foreign language can master it with similar language tools, while with the help of which
he learned his native language. In the new methods of teaching foreign languages, attempts are being made
to increase the use of the native language as an intermediary language in order to help students to better
understand the grammatical structures and meanings of the new language through the rivalry of the two
languages.
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INVESTIGATING ATTITUDES TOWARDS USE OF WEB-BLOGS ON DEVELOPING WRITING
COMPREHENSION

Abstract

Writing has a unigue process in teaching foreign language. While gaining writing comprehension in
English lessons, learners also create a critical and creative perspective and to help them learn new and
different. It is also aimed to generate ideas.

The objective of the recent research study was to investigate attitudes towards use of Web-blogging
on developing writing comprehension of learners. In the present study, overall 40 learners participated from
I.Altynsarin Arkalik Pedagogical Institute, Pedagogy and Philology faculty. Descriptive research design was
used in the current research study in order to achieve purpose of research. The questionnaire was surveyed
between 1% and 2™ course learners. After collecting whole data the Statistical Package for the Social
Sciences (SPSS) version 23 was utilized to calculate the results. In accordance the results descriptive
statistics showed learners’ positive attitudes towards use of Web-blogging on developing their writing
capabilities. Moreover, there was no significant difference between courses and gender.

Communicating in the language is based on listening, speaking, writing and reading. By nature, a
person has a desire to tell. In the elimination of the desire to tell one of the methods to be used is writing.
Writing; feelings, thoughts, wishes and events it is explained with symbols in accordance with the rules [1].

Writing or written expression is the discovery that started the history of humanity. The ability to
write, as with other language skills, is in the historical process over time, it has turned from a primitive
means of communication into a complex skill. Writing is one of the vital communicative skills that leaner’
should master. Writing is challenging process not only for learners but also for tutors. It is certainly
adamantine work for teachers in order to enhance EFL learners writing skills [2]. Enhancing writing
comprehension of non-native learners is a complex and creative process. The wealth of the language depends
on one hand on the learners’ increase in new phenomena, expressions, concepts and understandings, and on
the other hand it is the comprehensive mastery of the language. Learning to write is an integral part of the
language lesson program. It should not be considered individually. It is closely related to learning, the
development of written and oral speech, fine arts, preparation for work and physical education. Systematic
speech, speech style and work on speaking can teach through writing [3].

Teaching EFL learner’s to write begins with a preparatory period. It is necessary to improve the
flexibility of the learners’ hand and the ability to visually measure, form graphic skills. Written expression is
a skill can be developed in practice. During the primary school period, learners should be taught in a certain
order the writing skill. Writing the most important thing is that the skill is acquired last among the four basic
language skills [4]. For these reasons, the ability to write is also quite difficult and in a long process. The
learner who can use this skill effectively more successful in academic fields, in society and the future job, it
is very important in its development inside. Writing comprehension is considered one of the productive
skills, that make challenge, moreover it is the most complicated. Teaching effective writing steps, learners
can be well-qualified English writers [5]. The importance of writing skills in English has long been in the
spotlight, and the process of teaching and learning in the writing lesson requires special attention. Especially,
in the context of ESL/EFL writing, it is seen it prevents learners from becoming more effective writers. In
addition, tutors’ the main attentions paid to enhancing learners ‘quality of writing comprehension [6].

Writing is significant in personal, professional and social aspects and has a specific goal what
happens is the way of expression. The ability to write is in almost every phase of our daily life he/she can
appear in front of us. The writing system, the system called the language used for communication; it is
another system that determines with certain signs. There can be presented plenty of approaches, methods and
techniques on developing writing comprehension of EFL learners.

Web-blogging

The word blog appeared on December 17, 1997 Jorn Berger as an alternative to “ Internet diary”
used a short word: weblog ( from logging the web- “recording the events of the Web”). Then, blog became a
verb and the main defenition of an Internet. However, the first blog appeared long before the invention of the
term “blog” itself [7].

Blogging is perhaps the most controversial concept today. A blog is a personal diary on the Internet.
A blog is needed in order to write every day or once a week about your personal life, work or hobby; to post
thoughts, notes, photos and videos. Although the Internet used is the same, with the developng technologies,
readers have become publishres and it has become easier to upload content. In blogging readers have also
been given the chance to comment, discuss, and express their reactions abouut the blog. Instead of the
technical knowledge, time and cost required to design a personal website, users can easily create own blogs
through various sites on the Internet. To be able to share their own experiences, blogs with other users helps
them to become an effective writer. Because, in modern decades everyone participates in the production of
information in a democratic way. Blogging is the popular form of social medias.

Blogging uses in order to create person’s own page and share with posts, videos, images and files.
You can face with personal blogs, collaborative blogs, organizational blogs and other types og blogs.
Blogging is also popular in the process of getting knowledge, especially learning any other foreign
languages. In addition, blogging engaging EFL learner writing skills. It motivates learners to work on their
writing comprehension, to become more careful with writing tasks and before publishing blog they paid
attention to mistakes, correcting their errors. XXI century learners’ value interactive ways of leraning, like a
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blogging. With the help of feedback on their their posts, blogs they can learn how to write correctly and they
will change writing styles [8]. Blogging especially directed to enhance reading and writing skills. Moreover,
it is aimed to improve learners’ critical thinking and these kinds of e-learning tools help to develop EFL
learners language skills [9]. Web-blog technologies can be successfully and organically integrated into the
process of teaching foreign language. The use of blogging enhances learners’ writing skills, developing
learners’ horizons and creating positive motivation for learning.

In recent years, awhole series of works has appeared in which the authors consider the potential of
social services and Internet services in teaching a foreign language. Modern information and communication
Internet technologies create conditions for the development of all tupes of speech activity among learners of
the same class or group and the formation of foreign language components. The blog is one of the crucial
service that creates conditions for the development of writing skills of EFL learners. The Online learning
blog includes the features of awebsite, personal diary, and writing space that offer a unique, stylized form of
self-expression.

Problem statements

Writing comprehension is considered as a ambitious to acquire both in mother tongue and in foreign
language teaching. The ability to write, like other basic language skills, has a crucial place in L2 teaching.
As, writing comprehension’s function in second language acquisition, such as teaching and reinforcing the
grammar structures of the second language, using words and idioms in accordance with the context, in
addition to the communication function. Writing allows a person to communicate with others without space
and time limits. Written communication is the key to success for academic self-expression at school, at work
and at society. Writing is the most burdensome skill that can be developed by giving the most effort. In the
curriculum of the primary English lesson, while writing studies are being carried out it has been stated that
learners can act with themselves from their close environment.

Nevertheless, nowadays learners suffer from lack of motivation to write. By cause of,
misunderstanding grammar structure, insufficient vocabulary stock and confusing writing styles learners can
face with challenges. In general, writing education is not just about learning grammar rules and writing
words correctly. The purpose of creating a text helps the writer to be able to create meaningful sentences
related to the subject. These kinds of troubles can be found while teaching a foreign language. Accordance
some challenges on developing writing comprehension of English language learners the following research
purpose can be presented.

Purpose of the study

The recent study focuses on inspecting the usage of Web-blogging in English lessons. Using
blogging helps to enhance writing skills of learners. It is aimed to investigate EFL learners’ attitudes towards
use of Web-blogs on developing writing comprehension. The current article seeks out to answer to the
following research questions.

Research questions

1. What is the effectiveness of using Web-blogging on developing writing comprehension?

2. How does Web-blogging used by participants differ according to their gender?

3. How does Web-blogging used by participants differ according to their years of study at the

university?

Materials and methods
Research design
Descriptive research design was utilized in the current research study in order to achieve purpose of research.
Descriptive research design reports current situation as it exist. It answers the questions what, where, how,
which [10]. It is aimed to identify attitudes towards use of Web-blogging on developing writing skills of
learners. The quantitative analysis was used to answer the research questions. The quantitative is description
of specific studies with the help of numbers [11].
Settings and participants

Overall 40 learners participated in the recent study. 24 female and 16 male learners were selected
from l.Altynsarin Arkalik Pedagogical Institute, Pedagogy and Philology faculty in order to achieve research
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objectives. The participants were the first and second year students. Freshmen learners at their 17-18 ages,
2" course learners are about 18-19 ages. Levels of English knowledge are Elementary and Pre-Intermediate.
The current study was conducted in the fall semester of 2022-2023 academic years.

In selecting participants for the study the convenience sampling method was used. Convenient
sampling is a type of non-random sampling in which for the purposes if the study, representatives of the
target population are included who meet certain practical criteria, such as accessibility, availability at a given
time or willingness to participate [12].

Data collection instrument

The questionnaire about blogging developed by Fageeh was used in the recent study. The
questionnaire includes overall 14 items. And it is separated into two sections like: Section A: Blogs and the
way | changed my writing and Section B: Blogs and my attitudes towards learning writing. Section A
includes items from 1-8, Section B includes items from 8-14. 5 point Likert scale instrument was utilized.
The respondents were required to choose the answers among: 1- strongly disagree”, 2-“agree”, 3-
“uncertain”, 4- “agree” and 5- “strongly agree”. Based on the sections A — “Blogs and my attitudes towards
learning writing” related to the using blogs help to change way of developing writing skills. To illustrate
“Writing on the blogs made me use academic writing style, register and vocabulary” and “Writing on the
blogs made me carefully revise the way | present my arguments or put forward my descriptions in essay
writing”. Section B - Blogs and my attitudes towards learning writing includes such items like “T enjoy
writing on blogs for developing my writing skills” and “Blogs can motivate me into more active, interactive
writing” means positive attitudes towards using blogs on developing writing skills.

According to the number of items from questionnaire, the internal reliability of the scale was
presented as o= .922, which demonstrated that the scale used in this recent study is reliable to be used. The
results are presented in Table 1.

Data collection analysis and procedure

The questionnaire was elected according to the grade and level of knowledge of participants. Each items
aimed to identify in order to describe learners attitudes towards use of blogging on developing writing
comprehension. Items were clear, did not make any difficulties for learners, options were explained in
advance. All items were understandable for participants. It was explained that the results of findings would
be used for the academic purposes. First participants were asked fill opinions to the questionnaire on the
Google form, additionally they were asked to express their options honestly. After collecting whole results
the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) version 23 was used to calculate the results. The test of
normality was calculated in order to identify whether parametric or non- parametric would be appropriate.
Accordance the results of Kolmogorov-Smirnov and Shapiro-Wilk tests, Kolmogorov-Smirnov test showed
normal distribution of variables, it was decided to use non-parametric tests to the data.

Results and discussions

In order to answer the first research question “What is the effectiveness of using Web-blogging on
developing writing comprehension?” the descriptive statistics was utilized. The results demonstrated in Table
2.

The results from descriptive statistics indicated that participants’ attitudes towards use of blogging
on developing writing comprehension showed positive results. Section A- Blogs and the way | changed my
writing (M=3,70) demonstrated the highest score, Section B- Blogs and my attitudes towards learning
writing (M=3,55) showed average score.

The current study aimed to investigate EFL learners’ attitudes towards use of Web-blogs on
developing writing comprehension. Some clear results were found in accordance data analysis. The first
research question directed to calculate learners’ attitudes towards Web-blogging on developing writing
comprehension. And, the descriptive analysis presented that learners’ attitudes was positive about using
blogging. Moreover, the same positive results found in some researcher’s studies, using blogging has
conclusive effect on developing learner’s language skills [8]. Using blogging in language classroom has
considerable effect on developing writing comprehension. There also claimed that blogging may change EFL
learners’ attitudes to writing performance. For instance, blogging affects learners’ attitudes and performance
of EFL learning. It helps to enhance EFL/ESL learner’s abilities to manage their writing process. Moreover,
the learners found out usefulness of using Web-blogging on developing writing skills [14]. The equivalent
results showed in plenty of research studies. The learners believes towards using blogging at the lessons was
decisive, and enhanced their writing performances, rather than learners writings who were taught without
blogging [15].

In additionally, the descriptive analysis carried out in order to calculate results of each items from
two sections. The clear results presented in Table 3 and Table 4.

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14 items were analyzed according to the descriptive statistics. The highest results showed from
section-A: “Writing on the blogs made me carefully revise the way | present my arguments or put forward
my descriptions in essay writing” (M=3,97), “Writing on the blogs made me check word choice and word
spelling more carefully” (M=3,80) and “Writing on the blog made me use more formal register”. It means
that blogging is effective tool on developing writing performance of learners’, moreover, it makes
confidence using vocabularies while blogging.

The lowest scores obtained these following items from section A- “Writing on the course blogs made
me think about and interact with the reader(s) of my texts” (M=3,35), “Writing on the blogs made me check
my grammar more carefully” (M=3,52) and “Writing on the blogs made me more careful about sentence and
paragraph structure) (M=3,70). And other items obtained average scores. According to results, the learners
face with troubles while making sentences, they confuse tenses and grammar structures.

The descriptive analysis carried out in order to analyze results of each items. According to the results the
highest score obtained from section B- “I enjoy writing on blogs for developing my writing skills” (M=3,65),
“Blogging can improve the quality of academic writing” (M=3,62) and “I feel comfortable writing on the
course blogs via Blackboard”. The results identified that, learners feel confidence while using blogging,
moreover, they interested in blogging in lessons. It helps them to improve their academic writing abilities.

The lowest scores showed items “I think that my writing for argumentation and description can be
improved by blogging on the Internet” (M=3,45) and “Blogs can motivate me into more active, interactive
writing”. The results of Section- B approved that blogging on the Internet make problems with
argumentation. Some of learners are not attentive in blogging.

In order answer the second research question “How does Web-blogging used by participants differ
according to their gender?” Mann-Whitney U-test was used. We use Mann-Whitney U-test when we
compare two independent variables. The crystal clear results presented in Table 5.

The obtained data above presented that there was no statistically difference between male and female
participants. According to the Section A- Blogs and the way | changed my writing mean rank showed
(male=21,31, female=19,96) no statistical difference. Male and female participants had a conclusive
assumptions towards section —A. It means that both of them suppose that blogging helps them to advance
their academic writing abilities. There is slightly difference between male female members according to the
numbers. It is related to the number of participants, as in the research study only 16 male learners
participated, females more than males.

Section B- Blogs and my attitudes towards learning writing (male=20,50, female=20,50) there was also
no contrast between male and female participants. The crystal clear results showed in total (male=21,84,
female=19,60). According to the results of Section —B there was no compelling disparity between male and
female participants. Results presented above spectacles that male and female learners feel tenacity while
using blogging. And their judgments were conclusive.

The initial research question “How does Web-blogging used by participants differ according to their
years of study at the university?” identified difference between 1% and 2™ course learner’s attitudes towards
use of blogging on developing writing comprehension. The results demonstrated in Table 6.

According to the results of Mann-Whitney U-test, the calculated data showed that there was no
significant difference between learner’s years of study at the university. Section A- Blogs and the way |
changed my writing (1 course=19,20, 2" course =20,93). The consequences displayed that both 1 and 2"
undergraduate learners’ assumptions were decisive towards blogging. There was no found slightly difference
between grades. In the act of 1% course learners number was lower than 2™ course, nevertheless their results
were positive enough than 2" courses. It means that freshmen learners prefer blogging more than 2™
courses. Both grades opinions were blogs and the way of using blogging at the lessons changed their writing
comprehensions were affirmative. Section B-Blogs and my attitudes towards learning writing (1% course=
18,90, 2" course=21,03). There was no significant distinction between 1% and 2" courses. There was slightly
discrepancy according to the number of participants in the research study. The 2™ courses mindsets about
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blogs and their attitudes towards learning writing were conclusive. The total results (1% course=19,95, 2"
course=20,68) showed that there was no significant difference.

Conclusion
The clear-cut results of the current research study spectacled that blogging aid to augment their

writing abilities. The global Internet occupies an increasingly significant place in our lives, so we cannot
ignore using innovative technologies in our lessons. In the recent modern decades everyone spend more and
more time in front of a computer screen and use mobile phones. Blog technologies are inherently a unique
means of creating a language communication environment. The blog can serve as a class notebook in which
the activities carried out in the classroom can be presented, if necessary accompanied by commented photos,
class history, calendar, topics of current tasks, etc. The recent study demonstrated that a web-blogging an
effective tool on developing writing comprehension. The blog has a user-friendly interface for reading and
perceiving information, configurable by the user in accordance with their needs; it allows the use of special
client programs, it is possible to publish information both using a personal computer and via mobile means
of communication. The blog can act as a support for learners, which will contribute to the development of
writing.

PLANNING AND ORGANIZATION OF FORMATIVE AND SUMMATIVE FORMS OF
ASSESSMENT IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Abstract

In accordance with the changes in the updated education system, an objective, fair assessment
approach based on predetermined standards (criteria) is developing. In this perspective, assessment based on
criteria will allow students to understand what is evaluated in their work, as well as how it is evaluated.
Criteria-based assessment is an integral part of the updated educational process, aimed at developing the
educational and cognitive competence of students and evaluating students established by certain criteria,
without comparing them with each other. The use of criteria-based assessment in a training profile requires
some preparation, time and hard work. The article discusses the use of criteria-based assessment in the
educational process, organization of it, the main types of assessment of criteria-based assessment systems,
their main goals, as well as their content.

Although the collaborative approach is popular in English classes, it is not clear whether it can
replace traditional teaching methods. In this article, we studied its features, comparing the effectiveness of
the collaborative approach with traditional teaching methods. Our findings suggest that a collaborative
approach can be a way to improve English language learning, especially pronunciation skills. We conclude
that further research should explore the balance between collaborative and traditional approaches that are
most effective for student learning.

USING VISUAL TECHNIQUES TO DEVELOP VOCABULARY WHILE READING

Abstract

This article discusses the results of research related to the study of vocabulary and reading
comprehension, and also suggests methods of vocabulary development using visual aids. Research shows
that vocabulary learning is necessary and can lead to improved understanding; in addition, there seems to be
an urgent need to link real visual experience with vocabulary development, ensuring active, meaningful and
repetitive use of words. Visual vocabulary development methods that involve students in active participation
in vocabulary development during training include: interactive videos; illustrating students' vocabulary;
computer software packages for developing reading skills; activities related to visual perception; and graphic
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organizers, including story cards, joint rehearsals of new vocabulary and flashmaps created by students. The
use of visual tools in combination with collaborative learning teams provides an effective environment for
vocabulary development and reading comprehension.

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THE USE OF SONG MATERIAL IN THE PROCESS OF LEARNING A FOREIGN
LANGUAGE IN A GENERAL SCHOOL

Abstract
The study of a foreign language is currently an integral part of education, which is given special attention
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in all countries of the world. Great potential for the development of language skills in students has musical
works, which today, with the development of the Internet and technology, are easily accessible to everyone.
The use of songs during training improves the quality of education and the speed of learning material due to
its huge didactic potential. This article discusses the method of teaching a foreign language using authentic
song material. The article also provides reasons for using authentic material in English lessons, describes the
advantages of using musical compositions. The differences in the use of song material depending on the
stage of the lesson are described, the criteria that must be taken into account when selecting song material for
classes are described. The methodical significance of the Watermelon Sugar song, performed by the British
artist HarryStyles, is given. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that, based on all the material
presented, a thorough analysis of the influence of musical works on the quality of learning a foreign
language was carried out and a description of the approximate procedure for working with authentic material
was given.

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EXPRESSIVENESS IN THE SPEECH OF AN ENGLISH TEACHER

Abstract

The article substantiates the importance of using lexical expressive means in the speech of an
English teacher. The authors distinguish several groups of lexical means of expressiveness creation in the
teacher-student interaction. A number of lexical means of expressiveness are of clichéd nature, which
reduces their emotive potential. Metaphors, epithets and irony have a high degree of expressiveness in
pedagogical discourse.

Introduction. Expressive speech of a teacher is one of the integral conditions of successful speech
interaction within the educational process. The identification of the linguistic means that create the emotional
coloring of the statement and the definition of their functions makes it possible to establish the features of
emotional speech. Unlike neutral speech, it can be argued that emotional speech is characterized by greater
appellation at the pragmatic level, more categorical assessment at the content level, and a special structural
organization at the form level [1, p. 2].

The expressive nature of an English teacher's speech has the additional burden of immersing students
in the emotional world of another culture and giving authenticity to the communication.

As the researchers of expressiveness point out, it can be expressed by different means. At the
syntactic level, expressive speech is associated with the use of exclamatory, imperative, subjunctive
constructions, incomplete sentences, rhetorical questions, exclamations, anaphoras, epiphoras, inversions. At
the phonetic level, expressiveness is conveyed through specific intonational structures and pronunciation
modifications of sounds.

This article focuses on the lexical means of conveying expressiveness. The material of the research
is dialogical lines obtained by the method of continuous sampling, borrowed from more than 60 English
lessons, conducted by native speakers.

Research methodology. As a result of the analysis several groups of expressive means were
identified: lexical intensifiers, reinforcing phrases, approximators, lexical repetitions, discourse markers,
deictic words and interjections.

One of the recorded means of expressiveness expression in the speech of an English teacher are
lexical intensifiers - strengthening adverbs, strengthening particles and strengthening pronouns, among
which strengthening particles prevail - 66%, in the second place - strengthening adverbs - 44%.

In the course of the study such particles as just, still, only were noted among reinforcing particles.
These particles number 77 units, which is 6.9% of the whole corpus. Let us turn to examples:
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It’s still a complete sentence.

I have one question just now.

The most popular adverbs are quite, basically, pretty, really, totally, exactly, actually, so,
particularly, specifically, completely, especially, maybe:

You are to know basically...

Pretty expensive.

Let me be really clear

1t’s totally okay.

That’s exactly right.

I’ll probably actually finish.

The register of reinforcing pronouns is limited to the use of such and what:

Such an animal!

The phrase can be reinforced not only on the level of a word, but also on the level of a whole phrase.
The handbook "Cambridge Grammar of English” includes in the list of such expressions or so, or something,
or anything, and so on, or whatever, kind of, sort of [2, p. 202]. In the speech of an English teacher such
phrases may be aimed at reducing the distance between the teacher and the student by giving a touch of
colloquialism.

You can kind of record.

You sort of pull it apart.

Give you three minutes or so.

Expressions containing lexical intensifiers and intensifying phrases can perform both the function of
hyperbolising the evaluative meaning of an utterance and the function of emphatic emphasis.

Similar functions are performed by approximators, which are approximate descriptions of objects
and phenomena of the surrounding reality. Approximators give a high degree of authenticity to the teacher's
speech:

Ask you to do this for a couple of minutes.

Skip a couple of lines.

Lexical repetition was also quite often used by the teachers in order to convey expressiveness.
Repetition is redundant at the nominative level, it does not add anything in a logical sense, but it can convey
a whole range of emotions: irritation, anger, annoyance, surprise, doubt, anxiety, concern, complacency,
regret. In a teacher's speech, repetition can have a persuasive function. It creates a reinforcement of a
statement by repeating a part or a whole sentence:

Unravel | think you can unravel.

It, s very difficult. Very difficult.

If we eat a lot a lot a lot a lot of chocolate.

Discursive markers play a huge role in creating expressiveness. Discursive markers in English refer
to such units of speech that do not affect the overall essence of the utterance, but have an emotional and
expressive function. They represent syntactically independent connectives that ensure the preservation of
discourse. In the linguistic literature, these functional units are found under various names: discourse
markers, discourse particles, discourse connectives, pragmatic particles, pragmatic markers and others [3, p.
53].

P. I. Babaeva notes the following functions of discursive markers:

- "structuring"” the organization of discourse, which replaces grammatical rules not always observed
in spontaneous speech;

- emotionality of speech. This function allows the formation of a kind of "tone of communication";

- expression of subjective attitude, which manifests itself in the assessments and comments
accompanying the main content [4, p. 6].

The analysis of the linguistic material showed that discursive markers are a frequent phenomenon in
pedagogical discourse. They accounted for 10.1 % of all the registered units.

Here we go.

Okay there you go.
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Your questions are very similar, right?

The most typical of these is the discursive marker you know, which is usually at the beginning of a
sentence, with the teacher using a short pause before continuing the statement.

Research results and their discussion. This technique helps to draw the attention of the students
and to isolate the statement from the general context:

You know | am not fully aware of.

If you have a beautiful cupcake with the beautiful, you know decoration.

You know, partners, | keep changing them.

You know, in our previous class.

A special group of expressive lexical means are the so-called response tokens.

Response signs in an interaction are intended to address several communication goals:

- to maintain the flow of the conversation;

- to express agreement/disagreement;

- to express an evaluation.

Such lexical units indicate the activity of the position of the teacher as a listener. They can be
represented by a single lexical unit: fantastic, great, fine, amazing umu croéocouemanuem: a great idea,
great letters.

Deictic words play an important role in the expressive design of pedagogical discourse. The words
that are deictic are usually called words that do not relate to their signifieds directly, but in the process of
communication, that is, not in the language, but in speech - through the speech act. The phenomenon of
deixis consists in the fact that a word relates to its signified through the indication of the speech act [5, p.
30].

Let's look at some examples:

Keep that on your brain.

To get that clarified...

Right here.

The description of expressive lexical means in the teacher's speech would be incomplete without
mentioning the role of interjections, which initially have a significant potential to convey an emotive attitude.
The Anglo-American pedagogical discourse, due to the wide use of interjections by the teacher, gives an
impression of being more expressive than the Russian one: One, two, three, rip. Alright? So, ready? One,
two, three (rip). Oh, alright, not bad for the first time.

My goodness, almost! We are getting there.

My God, boys and girls. He is absolutely right.

That’s a great word! Awesome! Oh, my God.

The above-mentioned means of lexical expressiveness are in most cases clichéd, due to which the
emotionality of the teacher's speech behaviour can be reduced. The expressiveness at the lexical level is
strengthened by lexical means which are used in a limited context and are individualised. These include, for
example, epithets:

This funky thing.

It’s an ugly S, isn’t it?

Great letters.

The metaphorical nature of the teacher's speech also makes for expressive pedagogical
communication:

You're a star.

You are on the right track.

Now you just grasping at straws

I need your eyes.

You got some fresh air, beautiful!

Just kind of refresh your mind.

A high degree of expressiveness is achieved when lexical means are used in an ironic sense:

It will be dark before you find the answer.
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Conclusion. The lexical expressivity of a teacher's speech behaviour is only one component of the

holistic concept of expressivity. It is obvious that in real situations of pedagogical communication lexical
expressivity is supplemented by phonetic expressivity and may be accompanied by expressivity expressed
through grammatical means.

THE IMPORTANCE OF CULTURE IN TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES

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Abstract

The linguists of various branches of sciences have been showing great interest in gender, gender
stereotypes for some decades. It is of great importance to pay attention to the category of "gender" in
determining the linguistic and socio-cultural foundations of interpersonal affiliation depicted in the picture of
the world. Due to the fact that the sexual characteristics of people are closely related to their roles in society,
it adversely affects the results of socio-cultural activities. Therefore, the category "sex" is characterized in
the language from the point of view of the linguistic and cultural basis of the semantic opposition "Woman-
Man". Man and woman are identical in terms of nature but differ in certain features.
This article deals with the peculiarities of gender components in the phraseology of two different languages:
English and Kazakh. Phraseology is the most important part of the vocabulary of any language. It is
important to note that many researchers starting from Charles Ballie, a French researcher, have studied the
scientific foundations of phraseology. There are a number of comparative studies in the field of phraseology
in other languages, including English and Kazakh. Gender indicators of English and Kazakh phraseological
units are cultural and social factors which indicate attitude of the society about men and women. Although
these languages belong to different language classes they share some similarities as well as differences.

Introduction

Language is like a mirror of people’s life since it can reflect not just present but also past. The nation’s
customs and traditions, beliefs and experiences are illustrated in their language. Since 1910th of the XX
century the study of cultural studies and gender studies in linguistic education, can be explained by the
changes over the centuries, in particular, the transformation of the paradigm of the humanities. The
linguistics of the new century requires putting the problems on the agenda and requiring revision of scientific
research principles. It has become the main object of the scientific paradigm of research. It is language and
personality, linguistic and social function of language, language of relations between a person and society,
culture and language, linguistic identity in culture etc.

The first scientific research on gender was conducted in 2012. Development of the theory of socio-cultural
constructivism in linguistic studies age, gender, social status and others demand the necessity for new
consideration of scientific and methodological approaches to the study of the category relating to the subject,
linguistic personality, private life, the creation of a new terminological apparatus of research, a principled
approach to the terms used in other fields of science. This circumstance explains the reason for the
introduction into linguistic scientific circulation of the term genes, which was previously used to demonstrate
the general educational, conditional, institutional, traditional nature of sexual characteristics of people.
Gender (in English the word "gender" is translated as "sex", namely-breed, species) is one of the new
linguistic terms that have become stable in connection with the study of the linguistic mechanism of
manifestation of sexual characteristics in language and communication. The term ‘Gender’ entered
linguistics as a scientific term in a new sense only after gender studies received the status of an
interdisciplinary direction. The concept of gender before the emergence of a new term did not remain
without attention in semasiological studies. Since sexual semantics belong to many lexical units (male,
female, mother, father, etc.).

The term “Gender” was first originated in English as a word to denote gender category. But it is not properly
used in linguistic literature. Most of the scientists who work on gender use the term “sexus”, while in English
both are used simultaneously.

The term “gender” is an English word used internationally. It has been neither translated nor explained in
Kazakh dictionaries. However, it is admitted that its Kazakh counterpart is “zhynys” (GkeiHBIC-SEXUS)[1,
p.284-288]. In the Kazakh language there is not gender category of nouns as in English (he, she). Most of the
gender names in Kazakh are conjugated or used together with other words to show sex. For example, aiel
zaty, zhukti aiel, zhesir dauy, nagashy aga, erkek kindik, akeli-balaly, apaly-sinlili, aga-ini etc.

If gender gives natural signs, biological meaning of the concepts "woman" and "man", gender characteristics
determine cultural-social features, that change society and culture. Genderology is the science of the female
and heroic structure of culture.

Literature review

The study of cultural status, gender roles and gender relations is on the agenda today. The United Nations
has defined the expansion of men and women rights and opportunities as the main goals of human
development. As an evidence for that we can mention about the establishment of the National Commission
on Family Affairs and Gender Policy under the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Strategy for
Gender Equality of the Republic of Kazakhstan which worked fruitfully for ten years.

Gender characteristics of linguistics have been investigated by lots of scientists who focused on male and
female language. For this study, the works by Ismailov who studied gender stereotypes in Kazakh and Uzbek
phraseological units, Gulzhan Shoqym “Basis of Gender linguistics” are of great importance.

In English language representative of gender linguistics A.V.Kirilina seeks to distinguish between the terms
"gender" and "sex", giving a broad idea of the use of the term gender in Russian linguistics. According to
Kirilina if “gender” shows a broad outlook in the study of the relationship of the linguistic phenomenon with
the person, culture, society, linguistic personality, the term "sex", is considered as only one of the language
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phenomena. And says that the component “sex” which is part of the semantic structure of language units, can
not be replaced by genes, especially from lexical meaning» [2, pp.38-45].

According to M.Hellinger and H.Motschenbacher, in the translation of certain texts from one language to
another gender plays an important role. Moreover, it is significant in the correct usage of idioms, proverbs,
and set expressions related in the language. This issue is still being investigated by scholars [3, p.405].

In the works of linguists such as V.Kirillin, A.P.Martyniuk, E.A.Zemskaya, M.P.Chinese, N.P.M.Rozanov,
[LA.Guseinov, M.V.Tomskaya, P.E.Goroshko who were guided by Western linguists’ theories as J.Lakoff,
D.Spencer, M.Blok, D.Cameron, O.Espersen “On the problem of gender linguists in general linguistics, the
theory of gender linguistics, the causes of the emergence of feminist theory” we find information about
gender differences in the speech of children and adults in the writings of linguists, gender metaphor, socio-
cultural conditionality of genes, gender stereotypes and asymmetries, language androcentrism, gender
conceptual sphere, the linguistic representation of women and men, linguistic and cultural representation of
sexual division, etc. [4, p.461)]

According to V.N.Telia the phraseological fund illustrates national and cultural stereotypes of people. Thus,
by analyzing gender stereotypes on the material of phraseological units belonging to different languages
allow us to investigate cultures, mentality, traditions in comparison [5, p.3].

Research methods and materials.

In order to analyze gender forms methods of description, classification, linguistic interpretation and
comparison have been used.

In studying the language from the gender perspective considering its axiological and ethno-cultural features,
it is important to recognize the role of cultural dominants. The study of cultural dominants (even if it uses
information from other fields of science) first requires mastering linguistic knowledge (collecting lexical and
phraseological units, and texts from dictionaries, a collection of proverbs, fiction, etc.).

Once studying both language and culture, it is vital to remember that concepts such as "male" and "female"
are extremely important. They don’t just contain essential distinctions in those cultures, but also correlate
and change according to the course of history or societal changes. It should be noted that gender distinctions
are not given and are not established by nature.

As a result of culture, gender reflects the ideas of femininity and the male heart, enshrined in traditions,
customs, folklore and the language. And gender stereotypes, that is, simplified, or expanded ideas about the
properties characteristic of women, men and specific features, is surely exist in the consciousness of the
ethnogenetic community.

The problem of gender is studied in linguistics on two problems:

1. Language and the reflection of the sexual division of human in the language. It provides an explanation
and description of the linguistic manifestation of the distribution of people by sex, as well as the purpose of
determining the properties inherent in men and women, and assess the actions of each of them and its
semantic manifestations;

2. Language communication between men and women where gender significance play special role in
choosing strategy and tactics specific to men and women, gender lexicon, ways to achieve a certain success
in communication, vocabulary, syntactic constructions etc.

Gender linguistics was established in the second half of the twentieth century in Western countries, together
with a new socio-philosophical theory that strengthened the idea of feminism, being aware of socio-cultural
conditioning of the sexual division, the democratization of society. Gender linguistics, which originated from
studies on grammatical categories of gender and person, understandable categories that characterize the
living being in the world, is an independent discipline of interdisciplinary nature, developing in modern
Russian linguistics in social and psycholinguistic, linguoculturological, communicative and discursive areas.
Gender linguistics is a new scientific direction in the Kazakh linguistics, which arose in connection with the
study of speech characteristics of men and women.

Each culture clearly reflects the sexual characteristics of a person in obliging a person to perform his
functions in society, his position, place, norms and rules of conduct, i.e. mechanisms of social and cultural
regulation. And in modern linguistic researches from the point of view of the phenomenon focused on the
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person, it is characterized as the tool not only of language knowledge, but also accumulation, and transfer of
cultural educational heritage to future generations. Thus, gender-based images of an individual in the
language is linguistic-cultural object.
Gender stereotype determines and prescribes certain behavior, social roles and emotional expressions that
appeal to “male and female” concepts. In the linguistic image of the world "female" and "male" signs of the
binary pair "man-woman" are marked as qualitative indicators of the conceptual sphere of the macro system
"man". For example, gender differentiation between anthropomorphic features of concepts relating to the
inner world of a person is clearly indicated in the Kazakh language. The “Woman” and “Man” concepts in
Kazakh language are reflected in social-domestic, social-traditional, social-psychological multi-level macro-
frame content which indicates the inter relationship of social-status roles like ‘“ake-sheshe”, “ata-ana”
(father-mother), “kyz-zhigit” (lady-guy), “kalyndyk-kuyeu zhigit”, “kelin-kuyeu” (bride-broom), «er
azamat” (gentleman), «katyn-bai” (wife-husband) etc.
In relation to the inner world soul, sympathy, heart, etc. in such concepts as the natural maternal function of a
woman combined with her place in society (family peace and harmony), "the soul of a woman" is
characterized by kindness, softness, beauty, tenderness, low, defense, etc. (karakat koz, kolan shash, juregi
ezilu; “Altyn basty ayelden bakyr basty erkek artyk”, “Botasyz ingen bozdasa, balasy olgen ananyn kaigy
sherin kozgaidy” etc [1, p.284-288].
If we say that the concept of gender groups ‘lifetime knowledge of the nation’ into universal, social, ethno-
psychological, cognitive, and into other groups in the language picture of the world, it is possible to notice
what social factors are axiologically valuable in Kazakhstan society through the conceptual system of
education of the binary opposition "Woman" and "Man" and how the relationship between gender
differentiation and national mentality can be reflected in linguistic images through a conceptual metaphor.
For example, in the explanatory dictionary of the Kazakh language the word “EP” (man) is defined in two
ways: [6].

1. Male, man, citizen;

2. Hero, brave man, lionheart.
At the lexicological level derivative words as erdei, erle, erli, ersiz, erlik, ersinu, erkeksiz, erkeksinu,
erkeksireu, erkektei, erkektik, erkekshe, and compound words like er-azamat, erli-baily, erli-zaiyp, erkekjip,
erkektas, (a stone on the mill), erkektis (comb’s large needle), erkek bala, erkek kindik, erkek koi, erkek
minez, erkek shora are made from male (er) and man (erkek) words.
Kazakh phraseological units that contain the word “ER”: Er karuyu bes karu, er basyna kun tudy, er kezegi
ushke deyin, er azamat, er zhigit, er bala, er jurek, er kokirek, er konil, er kuny, erdin kuny — nardyn pyly,
erdin kunyn eki auyz sozben bitiru, esil er, eniregen er, kossiz er, er kara boldy, er muryndy, er jetti, erge
shykty etc.
The idea that “Spirit is peculiar to man, he is the father of all living things, and the material is mother. Their
merger, their unite lead to the creation of the world" which is regarded as a key point of the universal
“World” conception starts with the ancient myth-philosophical worldview, such as the concept of the ancient
Chinese Yin and Yang, the myth of the Greeks about androgens, the notion of Slavic and Turkic people
about the "Zher Ana" (mother Earth) and "Aspan Ata" (Heavenly Father) [7, p.56].
According to ancient culture, philosophical and mythological considerations, a man and a woman are placed
against each other, which explains "woman — chaos, the man points her right direction". For example,
according to the ancient Greek historian Xenophon: ".. the existence of these two sexes God created
according to their flexibility from birth: a woman for the household, and a man for outdoor work. That’s why
it is better for women stay at home and do housework while it is shame for men to sit at home and not
interfere in outdoor work» [8, p.224].
The Bible explains about the existence of the world, life, existence of man and woman in this way: "first of
all, God created the earth and heaven. At first, the earth was framed without a certain shape, dark color. It
was flooded. God, who saw this black darkness, created light. The next day God divided the water into two
parts and left the part on the ground, and gave the second part to the sky in the form of drops, rain. On the
third day, God gathered all the waters of the earth in one place and called it the sea. Then it required the
growth of many plant species on earth. On the fourth day he created two bodies of the sky: one large, the
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other small.The elder-the sun, the younger-moon. One goes out during the day, the second-at night. On the
fifth day he created a fish and a bird that lived both in the water and in the sky. On the sixth day he dipped
the soul of animals. After all, he created the man who led it all. The man gave the name for animals, birds.
But still he suffered from loneliness because he didn't have any friends. God, who knew this, plunges a man
into a deep sleep and makes a woman out of his rib [7, p.60].

And Muslim scholars, based on the Koran and the experience gained from life, consider a woman to be the
one, who was created much lower than a man, and so they advise men: "if you have problems or if you are in
a difficult situation and don’t know how to overcome it, then call friends, let them stay for dinner, and then
do what they advise you. If you don't have friends, ask the first person you meet and do what they say. And if
you have no friends, even a strange man who would advise you, then tell everything to your wife, listen to
her with patience, and then do the opposite” [9, p.264].

The concepts that a woman is created from the rib of a man, or an idea that connects woman's social place in
the community with her home life, and the concepts that man who is known as the owner of an outdoor life
are also part of the Kazakh cultural property system.

In English language a woman is described by her beauty while a man is symbolized as faithful, decent,
brave, highly intellectuals. For example: as red as a cherry, a slick chick, have roses in one’s cheeks- are the
phraseological units that shows beauty of women, while the following ones show that this quality is not
important for men. Instead we have units as square John — honest man, a gentleman of fortune — lucky man,
clever dog — a smart boy which show men’s high position.

The Kazakh conception, which highly evaluates social status of a woman as a secondary person, putting
women in a lower position than man in the society, and the stereotypical images formed in the mind of
ethnos add negative connotation to many phraseological units that apply to women. In English phraseology a
woman is also represented as a weak sex whose duty is household chores as a wife, daughter, mother: one’s
good lady — wife, sister Ann — faithful friend etc. Women’s activity mostly deals with inner space, home and
family, however, in modern English culture we see changes in stereotype. There is also women interests in
outer professions: a hello girl — girl operator, a woman of letters — woman writer, a girl Friday - reliable
secretary girl. In both languages English and Kazakh it is negatively accepted if a wife wants to get power in
family: the gray mare —a woman whose husband is under her heel, wear the breeches - to have power in the
house; tomen etekti katyn, shaipauyz, kulge shokken kari bura.

However, in the Kazakh mental world "woman is a person who brings life, the beginning of warmth and
goodness, education, well-being" [10, p. 123] where the main constitutional features of "femininity" (a
beautiful girl, a noble mother, a kind mother, a kind wife), form macro-frame branches as "parents"”, "father-
mother", "bride-broom", and develops good features in “woman” of the phraseological units: “Ak zhaulykty
anadai”, Myrzashol bir myrza zhengen sekildi, Ak dastarkhan zhaya berer aldynnan” (S.Maulenov). In
Kazakh positive aspects of the conceptual names such as girl, spouse, mother, sister, can be attributed to the
images of a woman with a cliche in Kazakh mythological, folklore, epic-poetic world like Kurtka, Karlyga
(“Kobylandy batyr”), Akzhunis (“Er Targyn”), Kyz Zhibek, Bayan (Kozy Korpesh Bayan sulu), Aiman-
Sholpan), Karashash (Zhirenshe sheshen), Umai (“Maiene”), Kun astyndagy Kunekei kyz (Ertostik). By
means of these images, which reflects the wisdom, elegance, loyalty and commitment of a woman in the
period of difficulties, the mythic-epic consciousness offers the best example of "woman's life" and "feminine
nature" to the generation.

Phraseological units as “ak sutin aktady; ak maraldai kerilgen; zhumrtkadan ak kelin; zhibektei ak kelin; ak
mamyktai kyz; ak kumistei” illustrate that Kazakh women gender features are associated with white color. In
the English language there are phraseological units with white color though they don’t have gender
distinction. For example, white lie — an innocent lie; white-handed — honest, spotless; white as the driven
snow — innocent; white knight — a person who comes to save others. However, there were no phraseological
units with the white color, which have negative connotations in Kazakh. The analysis above shows that the
semantics of white in Kazakh and English phraseological units demonstrate the dominance of common
features over specific features such as purity, good, and innocence.

In Kazakh tradition a man’s position is high and he is regarded as the leader, provider of the whole family.
Every single issue that happen in the family is related to the name of a man. Man-family is tightly associated
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words. Nomads worshiped the Sky, regarded the Sun in the Sky as its eye and for them the fire on earth was
estimated as the Sun beams, that’s why they worshiped the Sky, the Sun, and the Fire. Nomadic Kazakh
people had a prohibition like “Oshaktagy otty su kuyup oshirme” — which means not to pour off water in the
fire. Related to this prohibition in Kazakh there are some phraseological units as “Oshagynnyn oty
oshpesin”, “Tutini tuzu”, “Tutin tutetu”- meaning ‘a wish to have a family, a house’), slander words “Otyn
oshkir”, “Zhanbay zhatyp songir”, “Oshagyn syngyr” — speaking ill of smb’s family, and also phraseological
units like “Ot zhakkan jer”- a located place , “Ot basy oshak kasy”- A man's home is his castle, “On ushte
otau iesi”- the owner of the yurt at the age of 13, (a girl could marry at thirteen and become the mistress of
the house), “Otka mai kuyu”- pouring oil into the fire (a ceremony performed on the day of the arrival of the
bride to the house of her husband), “Oty zhanbagan”-single, not married.

According to Kazakh scientist Kenesbayev (1977) there are many gender phraseological units which
appeared in accordance with the reality of life and give the illusion of many eras [6]. The first group consists
of phraseological units describing beauty of the Kazakh girl: kulim koz; kuralai koz; kigash kas; buran bel;
khor kyzyndai; auyzga urip salgandai etc.

The second is phraseological units with the concept of woman as a bride: kyz oyatu; kyz kashar; synsu; kyz
zhasauy; ak shymyldyk etc.

The last group of phraseological units are those with negative factor used to mock the woman: erkek shora;
kyz teke; shuike bas; shop zhelke etc. Here it is important to note the usage of the word “etek” with negative
meaning: etegi ashyldy; salpy etek; As can be seen from these examples “kyz” is special gender factor in the
linguistic personality of the nation.

Results and Discussion

The results of a comparative study of several languages and dialects showed that male and female voices
differ not only from a physiological point of view, but also from a social point of view. In an experiment
where two sounds (for example, two vowels or two consonants) were pronounced by a female and the other
by a male, the phonetic scientist identified both as "the same", but the sound detectors recorded the
differences in the formant structure. According to the spectral analysis, the spectral structure of a woman's
voice is 18% higher than that of a man's, but this indicator varies depending on the quality of the voices.
Thus, it is known that the gender features of the female and male voice are found especially in southern
English, general American, Dutch samples and in French, Swedish languages and dialects of Midland
(England), Utrecht (Netherlands). The appearance of the normal pattern of the male and female voice in
different languages is explained in relation to its social difference and the class-based nature of the society
Although special gender studies have not been conducted in Kazakh linguistics the problem of male and
female phonetic features are mentioned in the works of a number of scientists. There is some peculiarities of
female language in Kazakh. Professor K.Zhubanov shows these differences through special features of the
female language. For example: ernin shygary (when embarrassed), make a squeal (when surprised), squeeze
mouth (when stuttering). And in the last two there is not only a silent gesture, but also a sound.

The phraseological unit “dauysy ashy” is used for woman, however English “rich voice” doesn’t refer to
woman. In Kazakh we have phraseological units that show gender in women voice as: erkek dauysty, dauys
kyldy, bazhyldak etc. For example: “Dauysy erkek undes bop, guzhildenkirep shygatyn, zharykshan undi
Dilda Aigerimnin zhuzinen kozin almaidy (M.Auezov “Abay Zholy”)”, “Ol olmese, ana bazhyldak kempir
zhylamas edi goi” (M.Sundetov “Balyk aula”). Phraseological units as “buka dayusty, aiudai akyru,
arystandai akyru” indicate gender features of men. For instance: “Erkek dauysty katynda uiat bolmas, aiel
dauysty erkekte kuat bolmas” (Kazakh proverb), “Alystan Tuiebaidyn aiudai akyrgan dauysy estilip, deneni
turshiktirdi” (A.Abishev “Teren tamyr”) [10, p.124]. These examples prove the necessity of gender
linguistics in terms of prosodic and intonation factors.

In general, phraseological units reflect the life experiences of people, their thoughts of what they have
observed and what they have discovered in their everyday life, their perception of the world and profound
thoughts in a sharp, tight, wise and artistic way. Thus, gender stereotypes is indicated in the language in the
aspect of family and positioning in personal relationships where a man is dominant and has guiding role in
almost all spheres of life. “Man” is represented as a responsible head of the family, the protector, supporter,
bread maker, warrior and respectful father whose decision is not discussed, but done and whom all obey. On
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the other hand, “woman” is regarded as a weak, defenseless creature even if all admit woman’s quality to
rule over her hushand even a country. There is a proverb in English and Kazakh that shows woman position:
“Behind every great man there is a great woman”. Also Kazakh people say: “Man is a head and woman is a
neck, where the neck turns, the head looks”. It depicts how cunning a woman can be and manipulate man.

Conclusion

In the article the gender components of English and Kazakh linguistic cultures are presented in comparative
manner. As a result of the study the differences and similarities of gender components in phraseological
units, their social nature is thoroughly analyzed. Comparative analysis proves that gender stereotypes of
English and Kazakh phraseological units are mainly assigned on personal characteristics of man and woman,
their characteristics and social status. The results obtained draws the following conclusions:

1. Gender stereotype exists in any language and cannot be seperable from the language. It is illustrated in
the form of vocabulary, phraseology, proverbs and linguistic units.

2. The study of gender play a significant role in preserving national cultures and social values.

3. In the both studied languages phraseological units with the component “woman” is formed by notions as
beauty, appearance, character, social role, age, behavior, while “man” concept is characterized by intellectual
abilities, braveness, social status, leadership and power.

4. There is a tendency towards the usage of the component “kelin” to show women role in the society which
is not met in English.

5. In Kazakh language there are some gender components that depict nation’s cultural heritage like: kyzga
kyryk uiden tyiu, obaly 41 zhylkyga, kalyn mal, kursak shashu etc.

6. Kazakh people show deliberate respect to women. The word “kyz” has definite names in certain age
period: kyz as a child; kyz as a girl; kyz as bride; kyz as a mother; Consequently, the language contains
phraseological units that depicts image of a beautiful girl and a woman in general. Special attitude towards
the upbringing of girls require much responsibility. It is strictly observed in the vocabulary.

Abstract

teaching. Foreign Language Education provides the solution of practical problems of teaching various
languages on the basis of the most effective use of theoretical knowledge about language —culture —
personality, as well as the solution of topical problems of intercultural communication. In the process of such
education, an individual is formed, who is able not only to preserve his cultural identity, but also to
understand and accept the values of representatives of other cultures. The relevance of the article is the
formation of a second language personality through the triad of language - culture-personality by a level
method, introducing it into foreign culture on the basis of its own culture.

DEVELOPMENT OF COGNITIVE MOTIVATION OF STUDENTS IN THE CONDITIONS OF

FORMATION OF A TEACHER'S PSYCHOLOGICAL READINESS TO USE SMART

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Abstract
